We have been receiving quite a few emails with people asking many questions about the show.
Here are some of the popular questions that you may have been wanting answers to...

Q. Is there an age limit to be in the show?

A. You will need to be 16 years of age and over. This is due to the style of dancing, the lyrics and
the roles you will be playing. We do require a child to portray 3 to 4 year old Eurasian child. This
child is a non singing role. There are really no other roles for children in the show.

Q. Do I need to be of Asian background to be in this show?

A. In short, no. Despite popular belief not every character in the show is Vietnamese. Three of the
four principal characters have to be American. Some of the principal roles are Vietnamese
characters and we will attempt to cast these roles with people who best portray these characters
and have ability to sing the parts. The chorus portray characters from many ethnic backgrounds
including; Communist soldiers, American Gls, the people of Saigon, prostitute/showgirls in
Saigon, American tourists, people of Bangkok, prostitute/showgirls in Bangkok, American show
girls and boys.

Q. All the chorus are male soldiers, what is there for womens chorus?

A. Everyone seems to think that if you are a female the only thing for you to do, other than the lead
roles, is to be a bargirl/prostitute in Dreamland (the bar in Saigon). WRONG! We need women of
all shapes and sizes to make up the other characters outlined above. This is a great show for
people who love a good sing.
